TREE PROFILE 
Form: A spiny tree with a short, 
often crooked trunk, and irregular 
crown of spreading branches.

Bark: Gray or brown, thick and 
deeply furrowed into narrow, fork-
ing ridges. Inner root bark is orange 
and separates into thin, papery 
scales.

Fruit: A heavy, yellow-green, 
hard, and fleshy ball.

Size: Typically 10 to 50 feet high 
and 1 to 4 feet in diameter.

Foliage: Leaves are long and 
pointed; color is shiny and dark 
green on top, pale green beneath.

Flower: Tiny round, green 
clusters that flower in early spring.

Habitat: Can grow in most areas 
of the U.S., often used in growing 
hedges and fencerows.
